Wireline Grab  

 
The Welltonic Wireline Grab is a tool that is used to fish wire that 
has broken in the tubing. The Coiled Tubing Wireline Grab 
consists of a box up connection in housing with either two or 
three flexible prongs extending downwards. Pointed barbs are 
welded to the inside of the prongs so as to form hooks that will 
catch the looped end of the broken wire. The Wireline Grab also 
has a large flow through bore. 
 
When a Wireline breaks below the Stuffing Box, a full gauge 
such as a Slotted Skirt Wirefinder is normally used to both 
locate and ball up the broken end of the line before running the 
Wireline Grab. The Wireline Grab is flexible enough to bend and 
can be gauged for the tubing it is to be run in. The prong ends of 
the grab should fit snugly against the walls of the tubing to help 
prevent line by-pass.

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Wireline Spear  

 
The Welltonic Wireline Spear is a tool that is used to fish wire 
that has broken in the tubing. The Coiled Tubing Wireline Spear 
consists of a box up connection with a centre prong extending 
downwards. Pointed barbs are welded to the prong so as to form 
hooks that will catch the looped end of the broken wire. A Stop 
Ring with a specific OD is fitted to the Prong. The Wireline Spear 
also allows flow through. 
 
When a wireline breaks below the Stuffing Box, a full gauge 
such as a Slotted Skirt Wirefinder is normally used to both 
locate and ball up the broken end of the line before running the 
Wireline Spear. The Wireline Spear Stop Ring can be gauged 
for the tubing it is to be run in. The prong ends of the Spear will 
increase in OD till just below the diameter of the Stop Ring.

The Welltonic Mechanical Tubing End Locator is a device used 
for the location of nipple profiles or the end of the production 
tubing for depth correlation. The design also incorporates an 
emergency shear mechanism. 
 
The Tubing End Locator has a disc spring mechanism 
supporting the dogs in the open position. This mechanism can 
be repeatedly functioned, as desired. The amount of disc 
springs installed can be varied to give the desired indication 
loads for a particular application. If for some reason the dogs 
become jammed as a result of debris ingress, an emergency 
shear feature can be activated by upward jarring. This function 
produces enough movement to un-support the dogs and allow 
the tool to be retrieved. 
 
A variety of dogs can be supplied to suit profiles or tubing ID’s. 
Also the pull through/push through load can be adjusted to suit 
specific applications.

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Welltonic Hydraulic Pipe Cutter  

 
The Welltonic Hydraulic Pipe Cutter is a device for severing 
down hole tubulars. The Pipe Cutter incorporates a variety of 
features which enhance the operation of the tool. These features 
include; a dual piston which doubles the axial force into the 
knives, knife return pins which keep the knives within the body 
when running in hole and also push the knives back in once a 
cut is completed. Activation fluid is diverted up the tool to flush 
and prevent cuttings interfering with the cut. The knives are 
dressed with premium, coated, machine tool inserts enabling a 
fast, clean cut. 
 
The pipe cutter can be deployed on a positive displacement 
motor or jointed pipe. Flow, down through the tool generates an 
internal pressure which causes the dual piston to actuate. As 
the pistons move up within the tool, cams lift the three cutter 
knives out, while simultaneously de-supporting the knife return 
pins. Upon completion of the cut, flow is ceased and a 
compression spring forces the dual piston back to its starting 
position at which point the knife return pins push the knives 
back into the body of the tool. 
 
The tool is supplied with a variety of nozzles to vary the 
activation pressure.

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Welltonic Hydraulic Anchor *  

 
The Welltonic Hydraulic Anchor * is primarily a device for 
anchoring BHA’s within tubulars. However, with alternative 
blades fitted, it can be used as a high expansion stabiliser. The 
Anchor incorporates a variety of unique features which include; 
High expansion/body OD ratio, to facilitate gripping inside large 
ID’s below small restrictions. The Anchor also features an un-
interrupted through bore, to allow drop balls to pass through the 
tool with the added benefit of reducing flow turbulence. The 
blades are fully retained prior to flowing through the tool and are 
pulled back into the body when flow stops. Four blades 
guarantee centrality within the tubular and maximum stability. 
 
The Anchor is flow operated. Hydraulic pressure moves pistons 
within the tool body forcing the blades out until they grip the 
tubular. When flow stops, a compression spring returns the 
pistons to their start position pulling the blades back in and 
holding them closed.  The Anchor is run as part of any BHA 
which needs to be positively located within a section of tubing a 
typical example of which would be a pipe cutting operation. 
 
One size of anchor blade suits a range of ID’s. Stabiliser blades 
are size specific.

The Welltonic Flow Activated Tubing End Locator is a 
device used for the location of nipple profiles or the end of 
the production tubing for depth correlation. The design 
allows the device to be run with the location latch retracted, 
thus eliminating wear of the latch and also damage to the 
casing. Flow through the tool creates the differential 
pressure required to activate the mechanism enabling the 
latch to ride up onto the cone. Stopping the flow retracts 
the latch. The design also incorporates a shear release 
mechanism which can be used to ‘switch off’ the tool or 
provide an emergency release. 
 
The Tubing End Locator can be functioned repeatedly. If 
for some reason the locator is no longer required to be 
used during the operation or has become jammed, the 
shear feature can be activated by a straight pull or upward 
jarring. This shears out the cone and by slacking off weight 
retracts the latch. Subsequent flow through the tool simply 
pushes the cone down the tool where it is retained via a 
body lock ring. 
 
A variety of latches can be supplied to suit profiles or 
tubing ID’s.
